1. Title of the paper: should be written in lower-case letters, font Times New Roman, font size 14, Bold, alignment Left, line spacing Single; in English.

2. Authors: should be written in small caps, font Times New Roman, font size 12, Bold, Left. The given name should be written before the surname. Where there are several authors, their names need to be separated by comma.


3. Authors’ institution and the corresponding author’s contact data: should be written in lower-case letters, font Times New Roman, font size 12, alignment Left, line spacing Single; in English. The complete name of the institution, department, its complete address and postal code, and the corresponding author’s e-mail address should be included. In case there are authors affiliated to different institutions, then each name should have a superscript number and a corresponding superscript number should be placed before each author's address.
 
4. Abstract text: should be written with lower-case letters, font Times New Roman, font size 12, alignment Justified, line spacing Single; in English. This should provide a concise statement of the scope of the work and its principal findings and has to contain maximum 300 words.

5. Key words: should be written in lower-case letters, font Times New Roman, font size 12, alignment Justified, line spacing Single; in English; maximum 6 key words, separated by commas and, in the end, full stop.
