1
Introduction
The International Polymer Processing Conference aims to bring together academic researchers and industrial partners involved in the field of polymer processing. The conference aims to bring together academic researchers and industrial partners involved in the field of polymers processing. IPPC 2013 will cover all the important areas in the field, including, but not limited to, state-of-the-art research and technology development characterization, numerical modeling, manufacturing and many new and emerging applications of polymeric materials.
Sections related to specific topics of the conference will be introduced by a Keynote Lecture in that area.
Papers accepted for presentation will be published in the PPE Proceedings. The Proceedings will be distributed at the conference and Selected papers presented at IPPC will be published in a special issue of the Academic Journal of Manufacturing Engineering, in the International Journal of Materials Engineering Innovation (Interscience UK) or in the Materiale Plastice journal.

The presenting author and the contact author should match. The presenting author must register and pay the registration fee ahead of the conference (before October 1st, 2013) for the paper to be included in the final Conference program.

General specifications
The paper must be written in English within a printing box of 13cm x 20cm, centered in the page. The paper including figures, tables and references must have a length of 6 pages or 8 pages.
3
Title, Authors, Affiliation, Key Words and Abstract
The first page must contain the Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Key words and the Abstract. The Introduction must begin immediately below these elements, following the format of this template.

The title should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Times New Roman, all capital letters. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line long. 

The author's name should include first name, middle initial and surname. It should be written centered, in 11pt boldface Times New Roman, 12pt below the title.

Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 10pt Times New Roman; a 11pt space should separate two different affiliations.

The key words should be written left aligned, in 11pt Times New Roman and the line must begin with the words Key words; approximately 5-10 words or 
Use 11pt Times New Roman for the abstract. The word Abstract must be set in boldface at the beginning of the first line. The text should be justified as shown in the first page of these instructions; approximately 100 words, maximum 150.
4
Headings
The main headings should be written left aligned, in 11pt boldface and “Sentence case” Times New Roman letters. There should be 12pt space before and 6pt after the main headings.

4.1
Secondary headings

Secondary headings should be written left aligned, 11 pt boldface Times New Roman, with an initial capital for first word only. There should be a 12pt space before and 6pt after the secondary headings.

Text
The normal text should be written single-spaced, justified, using 11pt Times New Roman in one column. The first line of each paragraph must be indented 7mm; no inter-paragraph spacing.
All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned and included in the text. The caption title should be written centered, 11pt Roman, with upper and lower case letters.

A 6pt space should separate the figure from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the upper part of the figure and the bottom of the caption from the surrounding text.

A displayed equation is numbered using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text. Edit the equations in Equation Editor.

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All tables should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption should be 11pt Roman, upper and lower case letters.

A 6pt space should separate the table from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the table from the surrounding text.
